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Teletext

Teletext is an information system broadcast by certain channels which can be consulted like a
newspaper. It also offers access to subtitles for viewers with hearing problems or who are
not familiar with the transmission language (cable networks, satellite channels, etc.).

TEXT
Press the TEXT button to activate the Teletext mode.

MIX
Press MIX button to view the TV program with teletext page.
You can return to normal viewing by press the "MIX" button.

B Possible broadcast station trouble. Try another channel.
B Adjust the contrast and brightness settings.
B Select a correct input.
B Is a non-compatible signal being input?
Good picture but no sound B Increase the VOLUME.

Do not leave the unit in a hot or cold location. Also, do not leave the unit in a location exposed to direct
sunlight or near a heater, as this may cause the cabinet to deform and the PDP panel to malfunction.

The front of the display panel has been specially treated. Wipe the panel surface gently using
only a cleaning cloth or a soft, lint-free cloth.

If the surface is particularly dirty, soak a soft, lint-free cloth in a weak detergent solution and then wring
the cloth to remove excess liquid. Use this cloth to wipe the surface of the display panel, and then wipe
it evenly with a dry cloth, of the same type, until the surface is dry.

Do not scratch or hit the surface of the panel with fingernails or other hard objects. Furthermore, avoid
contact with volatile substances such as insect sprays, solvents and thinner; otherwise the quality of the
surface may be adversely affected.

If the cabinet becomes dirty, wipe it with a soft, dry cloth.

If the cabinet is particularly dirty, soak the cloth in a weak detergent solution and then wring the cloth dry.
Use this cloth to wipe the cabinet, and then wipe it dry with a dry cloth.

Do not allow any detergent to come into direct contact with the surface of the Plasma Display.

If water droplets get inside the unit, operating problems may result.

Avoid contact with volatile substances such as insect sprays, solvents and thinner, otherwise the. quality
of the cabinet surface may be adversely affected or the coating may peel off. Furthermore, do not leave
it for long periods in contact with articles made from rubber or PVC.
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
